VHF/UHF NET

(NCO, before beginning the net, make a brief transmission using your call sign and ask if the frequency is in use.  If there is no response begin by introducing yourself.)

Good evening. Welcome to the Parma Radio Club VHF/UHF net.  My name is __________________  and my call sign is ___________. We meet every Tuesday at this time.   We’ll be using the Club’s call for the net, W8PRC --  Whiskey Eight, Papa, Romeo,  Charlie. 

This is a directed net – all communication should be directed through this net control station. If you’d like to have a direct conversation with another station, just say “contact” and you'll be recognized. 

This net meets every Tuesday at 9PM on this frequency.  It can be heard and accessed from several bands via a sophisticated linked repeater system owned and operated by Mike, KB8WLW.  We appreciate the use of this system.  

For full detail on the nets, our meeting time and location and other information about the PRC go to parmaradioclub.com

On this net we go two rounds of transmissions.  If you're not able to stay with us for the full net just say “in and out” or “just listening.”  When you check in, please give your call sign phonetically and slowly, as well as your first name and location. Repeaters have a delay followed by a beep before they drop, so remember to wait until you hear the beep to begin speaking. I’ll take 5 check-ins at a time. 

(If there are check-ins, greet them using their call and name. If there are no responses, say "nothing heard".)

Next, let's see if we have any Echolink check-ins.   (NCO, wait several seconds for this complex system equipment to connect.)

Now we'll take our regular check-ins and I’ll take up to 5 at a time. 

(NCO, after building your list of check-ins start with first on the list and work down through the list, giving them an opportunity to tell the net what's on their mind. After the final check-in's transmission, put out a call for late check-ins. Then, ask specifically for Echolink check-ins. Remember to wait for the system equipment to connect.  Next,begin the second round, starting at the top of your list.)
